Are you ready for the DTV Transition?
The DTV Converter Box

Over the next several months, you'll be making some changes in your home
entertainment system as a result of the government mandated digital
television transition. On February 17, 2009 all television stations will cease
analog broadcast and carry only digital signals.

If your TV receives its signal over the air with an antenna and does not have
a digital tuner, you have three options to continuing viewing TV after
February 17, 2009.

1. PURCHASE aTV converter box. A TV converter box will cost $40.00—
$70.00. The Government is offering coupons to reduce the cost of the
boxes. To request coupons or to learn more about the coupon
program, call 1-888-DTV-2009 or visit www.dtv2009.gov;

2.  CONNECT your TV to cable, satellite or another pay service; or

3.  REPLACE your TV with a new digital tuner equipped TV. A wide range
of DTV’s are available starting at $100.00.

If you opt for a converter box, you don’t have to wait until February 17, 2009
to hook it up. Many stations including WXXI are already broadcasting their
programs in digital. When you hook up your converter box for the first time
the box should scan for local channels automatically or manually. The
converter box should discover four WXXI-DTV signals: 21.1, 21.2, 21.3 and
21.4. The four signals include: a full time High Definition (HDTV) channel
(21.1), PBS World (21.2), Create/Thinkbright (21.3), and a digital version of
our WXXI-TV 21 programming (21.4).

On February 17, 2009 WXXI-TV 21 (21.4) will be dropped, and WXXI-HD
(21.1) will become WXXI's main channel. A full description of these
