Hosted and
narrated by Academy Award-winning actor Louis Gossett, Jr.,
this program profiles the first African-Americans recruits in the
United States Marine Corps, beginning with their experiences
at Montford Point Base, a segregated boot camp in the heart
of the Jim Crow South. All-black battalions from Montford
Point loyally served their country (some as officers) in three
major conflicts — World War I, the Korean Conflict and the
Vietnam War — while fighting for their civil rights back home.

The program was
named Best Historical Documentary by the New York
International Independent Film and Video Festival and
received an honorable mention from the American Bar
Association's Silver Gavel Awards.

Amidst racial naysayers during World War I, the Tuskegee
Airmen, the first and only black fighter pilots, were
commissioned in 1941 to help defend the distressed bombers
in the European theater. This film tells their story and the story
of people who strive to educate Americans about the airmen
and their signature planes with a distinctive red tail.

Summer Hill airs 2/25 at 10:30 p.m.

From the late 19th century until the civil rights movement, the
black people of Cartersville, Georgia (near Atlanta) lived
exclusively in the Summer Hill section of town. This
documentary is a compelling look at the influence of one
small, tightly knit community — its school, churches and civic
leaders — on its residents. Despite poverty, racism and limited
opportunity, Summer Hill — and its segregated school —
flourished for four generations. Summer Hill produced
Georgia's first black Supreme Court justice; a famous Motown
songwriter; teachers, ministers, doctors, lawyers and other
professionals; and many others who have made major
contributions to their hometown and to society.
