Reunion 
Island delivers up an adrenaline thrill from start to finish as Ian 
catches the world paragliding championships and treks to the top of 
Piton de la Fournaise, the island’s active volcano.  
 

The Appalachians  airs 1/22 at 10 p.m. The vast Appalachia region 
stretches across 13 states and is home to more than 23 million 
people, yet it may be the least understood culture in America. 
Appalachia has existed for generations as a region apart, isolated 
physically and culturally by its rugged mountains. The ethnically 
diverse Appalachian people — including many of the country's first 
immigrants — played a profound, and often overlooked, part in the 
nation's history and cultural and economic development. The 
program is a comprehensive historical and cultural overview of this 
distinctive region.

Analog: Standard Definition TV (SDTV) 
SDTV is the basic level of quality display and 
resolution for both analog and digital.  Transmission of 
SDTV may be either the traditional (4:3) or widescreen 
(16:9) format 

DTV: Enhanced Definition TV (EDTV) is a 
step up from Analog Television.  EDTV comes 
in 480p widescreen (16:9) or traditional (4:3) 
format and provides better picture quality than 
SDTV, but not as high as HDTV. 

HDTV—HDTV in widescreen format (16:9) Combined 
with digitally enhanced sound technology, HDTV sets 
new standards for sound and picture quality in 
television.  (NOTE: HDTV and digital TV are not the 
same thing—HDTV is one format of digital TV.) 

Programming changes on WXXI: In preparation of the digital transition, on Feb. 17th, WXXI TV 21 (cable 11) and WXXI-HD (DT21.1/cable 
1011) will begin broadcasting the same schedule on December 17, 2008. You can also see PBS World on DT 21.2 (cable 524) and Create/
ThinkBright on DT 21.3 (cable 433). These services are already available for free if you have an DTV receiver in your TV set or a converter 
box on an analog set. If you have cable you can also receive these services. 3 Options for receiving DTV: 1. Purchase a TV converter Box or 
2. Replace Your TV with a new digital tuner equipped TV. These options both allow you to receive 3 free WXXI channels over the air. The 
3rd option is to connect your TV to cable or satellite. On cable you will also receive the three offerings of WXXI channels.
